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When creating and publishing guide topics, you may want to link to other relevant content
items that already exist in your user portal. These could include other guide topics, news
.posts, or knowledgebase articles

Typically, you can just hyperlink text to the URL of the content in question - but Deskpro
Guides contain another feature which is designed to differentiate links to your support
.content from traditional hyperlinks
