This means the authcode in the URL is invalid or the file does
not exist in the filesystem. If you have moved the data

.directory, check to make sure the web server has read access

This means the filename in the URL is invalid. Deskpro
.requires the filename to be accurate as a security precaution 2.1

This means the file could not be found on the filesystem. It
could be the file is missing, or Deskpro does not have

.permission to view the file
2.2

This means the blob does not exist in the database. It may
.have been deleted 3

This means the file was a temporary file and the lifetime has
.expired 3.2

This means the path for the file does not exist in the
.filesystem 4

.These errors tend to happen on Deskpro On-Premise

Using the On-Premise Controller, you can use the Health Check option to verify your attachments, and use the
.‘Reset Permissions’ command to ensure your attachments are using the correct permissions
