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:Answer

This can happen if your Deskpro On-Premise installation is behind a proxy server or a CDN
like CloudFlare. The IP being reported belongs to an intermediate server, not the user who
.made the request

To fix this problem, see this article: Configuring Deskpro to work with proxy servers

The CloudFlare mod_cloudflare extension for Apache only changes the IPs in Apache logs,
.not the IPs reported to PHP, so it will not fix this problem
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
