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If you want to use your own custom HTML element/button to launch the
chat widget on a page, you just need to add the special classname
"dpwidget-open" to it. For example:

 

<button class="dpwidget-open">Open Chat</button>

 

You can use some custom CSS on your page to hide the default button:
