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The possibility of removing the message and subject field from ticket forms, so that

message/subject field validation may be configured as is possible with other fields:

User Validation © No user validation

Require the user to provide a value

Match regular expression

Agent Validation © No agent validation

Require the agent to provide a value

Match regular expression
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Some context: We have created a number of form layouts that collect all the information
needed for a specific kind of support request. For example: Serial Number. For forms like this,
a Message field is nice to have as it gives the user a place to add any comments. However, in
the above example, we need nothing more than the Serial Number. But the user is still
required to enter something into the Message field. It would make a much better user
experience to be able to turn-off validation of the field. As it stands, the user would have to
type something in the Message field in order to submit the ticket.
