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Self Hosting Google Fonts
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By default font for the Helpcenter section are loaded from Google CDN server to improve performances.

If for some legislations reasons or because some of your users might not have access to those server you might
want to host those fonts on your Deskpro server instead.

Stop the fonts from loading from Google CDN servers
If you only have one brand enabled or if you want this across all you brands :

Add the following line to config/advanced/config.settings.php file:
$SETTINGS[ 'portal.tickets disable google fonts'] = '1';

If you only want to set this setting for a single brand or you prefer to use the database:

INSERT INTO settings brand (name, brand id, value) VALUES
('portal.disable google fonts', 1, '1');

If you use the cloud version of Deskpro or you don’t have an easy access to the server (you will have to do this
for each of your brands):
